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Abstract
Article reviews the cultural interaction between ancient Egypt and Israel during
the Old Testament history. In the Bible, the name of Egypt is mentioned over
600 times, more than the name of any other foreign state. The era of peaceful
trade relations between Canaan and Egypt lasted until the fall of the Middle
Kingdom (1780 B.C.). The battle with the Hittites army of Pharaoh Ramses
IT XIX dynasty at Cadete on the Orontes (about 1298 B.C.) has identified the
northern boundary of the Egyptian sphere of influence in Asia. During this pe-
riod extensive trade and cultural relations established between Egypt and Ca-
naan. Inscription of Merneptah, the successor of Ramses II, mentions the name
"Israel" for the first time and points to Canaan as the seat of the nation. Egypt's
political presence in Israel is found again only after the occurrence of royal
power of the Israelites. From 609 B.C. to 605 B.C. Israel's territory was under
the control of Egypt. However, after the victory of Babylon over Egypt in 605
B.C. Egypt continued to exert political influence. Ptolemaic Egypt included
the territory of Israel (from 301 to 200 B.C.). The key and the longest period
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of cultural interaction between the Jewish tribes and Egypt is the centuries-old
stay in Egypt, culminating in the outcome of the Jews and the proclamation of
the commandments of unique monotheism.
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
