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Abstract
Among the indigenous peoples of the North - Evens, there are many legends associated with the
image of a petrified girl. Most myths are associated with a natural object, mainly remnants in the
valleys or foothills of the mountains. Similar natural monuments for Evens, and other residents of
these places, are a sacred, sacred place. An obligatory attribute for travelers is the offering of various
offerings to the spirit of the monument. According to observation, in ancient times stones of various
size and color were left. Modern ones are the remnants of various equipment that have failed or
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broken various equipment, for example, binoculars, the bulk of the gift is made up of rifled and
smooth-bore ammunition. Some travelers hang shreds of fabric or a piece of hair in different colors.
Naturally, these legends are reflected in toponymy. When studying the material, the author came to
the conclusion that the monuments in the person of the female sex are mainly described in the myth.
The author, repeatedly wandering with reindeer herders and separately, collected various myths and
legends. | studied and recorded the monuments that are given in this article in the Momsky ulus of
the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).
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
