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Abstract

“Woke” culture was generated by liberal ideology in the USA and other English-speaking
countrics. The tenets of ‘“woke” culture include the recognition that American society IS
“systemically racist,” abelief in automatic “white privilege,” in globalism, contempt for patriotism,
and a strong prejudice against traditional culture and traditional language (communication styles).
As aresult of the spread of “woke” culture, “wokespeak” became the language of militant liberals.
The authors review a number of “wokespeak™ terms and explain their meaning; The phenomenon
of “cancel culture” and ideas about the hierarchy of “forms of oppression” are explored. “Woke”
culture is a type of totalitarian movement. She does not tolerate disagreements. Under the banner of
“tolerance” and “social justice,” she attacks anyone who holds views different from her own. Like
other totalitarian movements, “woke” culture has created its own language and actively imposes it
on society. “Wokespeak”, of course, attracts public attention to issues of social justice, and this can
probably be noted as its merit. However, this language is constantly changing, and using the “wrong”
term can result in “cancellation.” While the goal of “wokespeak™ is to promote inclusivity, the
language often turns off people who don’t know its specific terms. If people are afraid to
communicate with each other for fear of being “canceled,” then there is little hope that “wokespeak
will help society solve social problems.
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
