Abstract

The article examines the images of animals in the Chinese treatise “Shan Hai Jing”. The purpose
of the article: to study the mythical images of animals and their characteristics in the “Catalogue of
Mountains and Seas”. Objectives: 1) analyze mentions of animals in the “Catalogue of Mountains
and Seas”; 2) characterize the main properties of the animals mentioned in the book; 3) highlight
the main similarities and differences between mythical creatures in the “Catalogue of Mountains
and Seas” and in the mythology of Ancient China. Hypothesis: in our work we assume that the basic
images of animals can intersect with the traditional myths of Ancient China, but in the “Catalogue
of Mountains and Seas” the objects of the animal world are more mythical, having unique properties
and appearance features. Methods: descriptive, analytical and systemic. Results: to solve the main
problems, the author turned to the text of the “Catalogue of Mountains and Seas”, described the
appearance of the animals, compared them with animals from the mythology of Ancient China and
drew conclusions about the similarities or differences of the creatures mentioned. The author
concludes that each of the described creatures is distinguished by the presence of several tails, giving
them age and strength, and heads as a symbol of an indomitable spirit. The sharp and piercing sounds
made by mythical animals indicate their uniqueness, inimitability and impossibility of being
recreated in another reality.
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
