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Abstract

This article (second part) is devoted to the process of formation of the ethnic identity of the Ewe
people in the first half of the twentieth century. The article contains a retrospective perspective and
approach to the issue of consolidation of an ethnic group through the analysis of a number of external
risks that stimulate unification. Such a risk, for example, in the 19th century was the wars of the
Ashanti kingdom, which forced many Ewe settlements to unite in opposition to a common threat,
but at the same time a number of communities broke away, supporting Ashanti. In the future, this
split is projected onto the general history of Ewe integration. The Ewe ethnicity is very interesting
to study from the point of view of analyzing the ethnogenesis model of many peoples of West and
Central Africa. Like many other ethnic groups in the region, the Ewe found themselves divided by
colonial borders, which prevented the formation of a common ethnic worldview, although they
shared common language, culture and traditions. At the same time, colonialism led to the virtual
destruction of several proto-state formations of the Ewe, which could ensure their integration in the
future. As a result, the Ewe were divided between the British and French mandates, with the British
zone also consisting of two autonomous parts. This prevented the process of common ethnogenesis
and laid the foundation for many problems of interethnic interaction within the ethnic community,
which became actualized after Ghana and Togo gained independence after 1960.
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
