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Abstract

The article examines the phenomenon of the creative class as a key actor in the formation and
development of the creative industries sector. The theoretical foundations of the concept (R.
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Florida), the structure, and the motivational characteristics of the creative class are analyzed. Its
direct and indirect role in the generation of intellectual property, the creation of innovative products
and services, the transformation of the urban environment, and the formation of the "creative
economy™ is explored. A conclusion is drawn about the transition of the creative class from the status
of a peripheral group to the central element of post-industrial development.
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
