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Abstract

One of the features of the current stage of world development is the globalization of not only
the formal world economy, but also the informal (informal economy), unobserved (non-observed
economy), or shadow economy (shadow economy). Analysts identify a number of factors, both
internal and external, that contribute to this process. Among the most important internal factors, they
include the imperfection or underdevelopment of the institutional system, especially in developing
countries and countries with economies in transition, which hinder the access of many social groups
to decent earnings or income opportunities. Some socio-economic factors, in particular the
significant opportunity gaps in access to jobs, education, health services, housing and, finally, to
sources of income that exist within and between countries (not to mention the opportunities for a
safe existence), as well as relatively low wages, heavy tax burden, not to mention factors such as
corruption, high transaction costs of organizing and conducting business, strict and all-
encompassing state regulation of business activities. All these factors push the masses of the
population into the shadow sector of the economy. On the other hand, the increasing competition in
the markets of developed countries between local and foreign producers not only in labor-intensive
industries (textile, leather and footwear, clothing, food, etc.), but also in the production of high-tech
products, creates incentives for businesses to circumvent labor regulations, avoid taxes and use
illegal migrants. The effectiveness of state bodies in combating shadow economic activity, as well
as the administrative costs of formalizing business activities, is also of great importance.
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
