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Abstract

In connection with the ongoing systematic modernization of the national economy, which has
been carried out over the past decades, new socio-economic conditions have been formed that
contribute to the formation of a new main criterion for the economic development of the country —
the highest quality of life of the population. It is the quality of life of the population of each country
that can reflect the efficiency of society's work, serve as a source of national wealth, and also
represent a factor in the absence of social and economic crisis. In addition, the growing interest in
the issue of the quality of life of the population of the region is also associated with the transition of
the world community to a new stage — the "quality stage". That is why the 21st century has been
hailed as the "century of quality"by many global organizations.
