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The constitutional political economy has largely focused on the development of constitutional
rules sufficient to limit state power. The literature on constitutional economics has largely focused
on developing effective rules to prevent the abuse of state power and facilitate state production that
benefits the population at large rather than concentrated special interests. Much attention of various
researchers has been given to designing rules that are effective constraints rather than the institutions
that would be required to enforce them. Much of the work in constitutional economics made by
various scientists has focused on the process by which citizens choose constitutional rules, with an
emphasis on consensus among those who govern them. One problem is that the rules are interpreted
and enforced by the political elite, who tend to interpret and enforce them in a way that favors their
own interests over those of the masses. Democratic oversight is ineffective because voters realize
they have no influence on government policy and are therefore ignorant. The authors conclude that
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a system of checks and balances within government is necessary to enforce constitutional limits
because it divides power among elites with competing interests and allows one set of elites to check
the power of others.
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
