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Abstract

The present study analyzes the opinion of small and medium-sized businesses in Yugra
regarding the impact of biological threats on the state of the business sector. According to the results
of the electronic online survey “Assessment of the Impact of COVID-19 on the Business Sector of
Yugra”, entrepreneurs noted the negative impact of the pandemic on the financial performance of
the enterprise: a decrease in financial results by at least 25-50% and a high level of need for state
support for enterprises in conditions of the emergence of biological threats in order to save business
and jobs. It is worth noting the negative impact of the coronavirus on the financial performance of
most enterprises in Yugra: 83.3% of respondents noted that, in general, financial performance has
deteriorated, only 8.3% of respondents indicated a stable situation. According to entrepreneurs, the
most effective measures of state and regional support that could help enterprises cope with the
consequences of the coronavirus include tax cuts and their abolition, financial support (subsidies),
rental holidays or compensation for rental payments. The results of the presented study can be used
by regional authorities, self-regulatory organizations of entrepreneurs to make and justify effective
decisions to reduce the negative impact of biological threats on the state of the business ecosystem.
