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Abstract

The labor market in China is the largest in the world, so the issues of its regulation are significant
for the global economy. Therefore, it is necessary to investigate the institutional models of labor
market transformation that correspond to the current trends of industrialization of the modern
economy. The paper shows that the peculiarity of the Chinese labor market is that in rural areas there
were regions with low incomes of the population in rural areas of China, as a rule, they are provided
with able-bodied population, but do not have the opportunity to receive a decent level of pay. The
processes of transformation of the rural market in China have led to a significant reduction in the
level of poverty in rural areas. It is shown that the processes of industrialization of the Chinese
market have caused not only an increase in the national economy, but also cause an increase in social
stability. The results of the study showed that the transfer of labor not only increases the GDP per
capita of the remaining population and helps to achieve stable employment. To help reduce poverty,
a system was created that directs the poor to more meaningful places to participate in various types
of food production, and successfully achieved the goal of poverty eradication. As a result, this article
suggests that the Chinese government should take targeted measures to improve the practice of
transferring labor, and efforts to combat poverty should be focused on improving the quality of the
labor force.
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
