The Impact of Global Pharmaceutical Productionon the State of the Russian

Abstract

The article emphasizes the relevance of studying trends in the international pharmaceutical
market. The article presents per capita pharmaceutical expenditure by country and the world's largest
pharmaceutical companies in 2024. It considers Russia's place and industry challenges within the
global pharmaceutical market. It substantiates the position that the main trend is the rapid growth of
emerging markets. They are attractive because population growth, increasing purchasing power of
citizens, and the growing share of people belonging to the middle class lead to an increase in
purchasing potential and make these markets the largest markets for pharmaceutical products. The
main factor in the active growth of these markets is that the state is actively developing a policy of
increasing the availability of high-quality medicines for the population. The trend towards a decrease
in mortality and an increase in life expectancy lead to an increase in the number of elderly people in
developing countries, who are the most active consumers of pharmaceutical products. The
conclusion shows that despite the problems in the Russian pharmaceutical market, most participants
assess its potential as good. This is confirmed by the construction of new enterprises and the creation
of alliances between Russian and foreign companies.
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
