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Abstract

The article presents some results of asurvey conducted in March 2023 among three generational
groups (youth, middle and older generations) of the economically active population represented by
migrant community, characterizing the age specifics of precarious employment inherent to foreign
workers in Russia. The survey identified certain aspects in labour which are typical to generational
groups of migrant workers in Russia: the quality of labour relations; compliance with terms of
contract; protection of labour rights and benefits; features of precarious employment among
generational groups; migrant workers motives to change current work activity; prospects for the
future employment of generational groups of migrant workers in Russia. Due to the survey data,
there attributes of precarious employment among youth and middle-generation migrant workers are
lack of vocational training and development, work in excess of the limits for ordinary working hours,
and an unsatisfactory level of labour protection. It was revealed that older generational group of
migrant workers is distinguished by a high level of protection their labour rights and social benefits,
while more often than young people do and middle generation, they encounter facts of unstable and
relatively low wages. The middle generation of labour migrants, in comparison with representatives
of other generational groups, more positively evaluated their prospects for future employment in
Russia, expressing confidence in long-term hired employment or stability of own business.
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
