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Abstract

The article discusses the role of the Main Directorate of prison labor camps NKVD in the na-
tional economy during the Great Patriotic War. As a result of the crisis, emergency measures and ef-
forts of the entire Soviet society and competent actions of the leadership of the country managed to
make a giant leap. Already in March 1942, the eastern regions of the USSR gave as much produc-
tion as all the enterprises of the country produced before the war. Large opportunities for the growth
of production were opened to the domestic industry in connection with the introduction of the cur-
rent production method at factories and plants, as well as through the use of advanced techniques
and progressive technology of production organization. If in the beginning of 1942 Germany had
superiority in arms, then by the end of the year the balance had taken another turn in favor of the
USSR. Based on a comparison of materials of various branches of the Soviet economy the author
