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Abstract
The article aims to reveal the historical significance of tattooing in Ancient Greece. It pays
attention to the fact that this practice was reflected in many historical sources, had a significant
impact on the structure of society, as it helped to identify the social status of people, as well as the
offenses committed by them. Tattoos were often done to prisoners of war in order to remind them
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of their defeat. The article points out that it was in Ancient Greece that the ban on the use of tattoos
with a view to punishing or indicating a person's low social status was first imposed. Having studied
the historical significance of the culturological phenomenon of tattooing in Ancient Greece, the
author of the article comes to the conclusion that tattooing as a cultural concept has completely
changed its purpose. Despite the fact that tattooing was historically associated with deviant and
marginalized groups of the population during the Greek Antiquity, it gained recognition as a
legitimate art form in the last quarter of the 20" century. Having changed in form and function since
the Greek era, modern tattooing is now widely recognized as a form of self-expression or fashion
statement, widely practiced by people representing all socioeconomic and ethnic groups.
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
