— for building in the coastal areas
of rivers, lakes, seas and oceans;

— illegal logging of forest parks;

Legislative incentives of the environ-
mental development of the industry:

— taking into account regional
specifics and innovative technologies of
developed foreign countries — participa-
tion in the development and formation of
industrial complexes that provide non-
waste or low-waste natural resources uti-
lization, the use of low-waste technolo-
gies in existing facilities;

— increased use of recycled re-
sources to create closed loops of raw
materials, the development of produc-
tion facilities for recycling previous eco-
nomic activity;

— implementation of the principle
of producer responsibility for the product
produced during the entire cycle of its
existence, from production to disposal;

— entry into the regional commis-

sions of experts to monitor the quality of

the drinking water and selection of water
treatment technologies;

— consistent and mandatory use
of the principle of storage and treatment
of production and consumption hazard-
ous waste;

— promoting the integration of
educational institutions in the produc-
tion for training highly qualified special-
ists — ecologists capable of working in
an ever-changing situation in the field of
ecology, on the one hand, and the con-
tinuing of professional development and
education, on the other.

1.2. What do we mean by envi-
ronmental security? This is unacceptable
man-made disasters such as Chernobyl
and Fukushima. That is to maintain and
improve our biological media, which al-
lows a person to breathe clean air, drink
clean water and eat organic food, which
directly affects the health of the nation.
Therefore, environmental security is a
cornerstone of prosperity of Russia.

Environmental protection is a
global issue. Solution of environmental
problems in our country is impossible
without the consolidation of all efforts.
Therefore our movement is striving for
the development of international rela-
tions, best practices implementation
to preserve and restore the environ-

ment.
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1.3. What is the ecology of the
soul? No one of even the most right laws
and no punitive measures can alone save
the environment. It all depends above all
on us. Only environmentally responsible
civil society will be able to protect our
nature. If the official does not allow for
any reason to start an environmentally
destructive business, if the entrepreneur
does not harm nature in order to save
money, if each citizen doesn't scatter gar-
bage anywhere — only then will we live
in a safe and clean country. That is called
the ecology of the soul.

2. Basic principles of the All-
Russian environmental social movement
"CLEAN HOMELAND"

2.1. Organizational principles.
We consider the most important princi-
ples of our social activities as follows:

— The activity of movement ex-
ceptionally in the interests of Russia and
1ts citizens;

— An integrated system approach
to shaping the world outlook of Russian
citizens aimed at a reasonable and care-
ful approach to the environment;

— Promotion of a reasonable re-
spect for the environment;

— Promotion of scientific, legal
and technical measures aimed at the ra-
tional use and conservation of the en-

vironment, ensuring the harmonious

interaction of human being and natu-
re;

— Protection of the rights of Rus-
sian citizens to live in a clean environ-
ment — improving the environmental
situation in towns and villages, regions
and the country as a whole;

— Work in an immediate contact
with the public — environmental festivals
for children and their parents in the yards
of living houses in order to explain the
importance of taking care of the environ-
ment;

—The fight against illegal dumps —
organization of public control over the
activities of enterprises;

— Organization of environmental
teams;

— Protection of cultural heritage —
the continuation of work as part of the
programme created by our movement to
preserve monuments of Russian culture,
namely museums, mansions, parks. Or-
ganizing mass actions for the improve-
ment and cleaning of such objects, we
aim to attract more attention to them, as
well as their popularity both within our
country and to attract foreign tourists;

— The organization of scientific
conferences, involving environmental
practitioners, specialists in the field of
ecology, researchers, representatives of

various branches of government, activ-
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ists and volunteers for collective perfor-
mances with the initiatives and proposals
for changes in environmental legisla-
tion;

— The creation of a new web por-
tal that allows communication online
with all citizens, representatives of pub-
lic organizations and other voluntary as-
sociations of citizens around the world,
who can ask questions, complain on vio-
lations of environmental regulations and
come with proposals.

2.2. Relationship with the po-
litical and social forces. We are open to
equal cooperation and joint action in the
name of Russia, the protection of its en-
vironment, together with all the political
and social forces working for the well-
being of our country, contributing to the
improvement of the environmental situ-
ation in the country.

2.3. "CLEAN HOMELAND" —
the movement of real efforts. Our main
principle — not only to offer, but to do.
Behind us the creation of the volunteer
movement in different regions, many
clean-up days, cleaning the most impor-
tant monuments of Russian culture, the
fight against violations of environmental
regulations. Our task is to give a lead to
make the ecology of the soul one of the

main ideas of our time. OQur main mis-

sion is to save the earth from eco-nihi-

lism.

Prosperity and power of our coun-
try — this is the main goal of any respon-
sible citizen, a patriot of his homeland.
There is everything we need to do this.
There are abundant natural resources,
scientific and production potential, com-
petent professionals of all sectors of the
economy.
