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Abstract

Taking into account the features of possible violations of environmental safety in the course of
special nature management, which often consist in: 1) the moment of possible negative impacts that
violate environmental safety; 2) the invisibility or ease to conceal possible negative impacts that
violate environmental safety; 3) the remoteness in time of the fact of violation of environmental
safety and the manifestation of its negative impact on human life and health; 4) if it is impossible to
fully or even partially restore the health status of the population that has been negatively affected by
a certain type of special nature management activity, legal mechanisms should be introduced for
constant monitoring of the levels of negative impacts of special nature management activities. Such
monitoring can be introduced in the case of foreseeing the obligation of a special nature user to use
technical means that allow: a) to record the levels of negative impacts of activities for environmental
safety (emissions, discharges, other impacts), b) record the relevant indicators on technical media
due to the absence of the possibility of unauthorized access to the record and c) post information
about such indicators in real time on the website of the Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources
of Russia with the possibility of free access to the relevant resource by anyone. At the same time,
certain data should be promptly analyzed and systematized by the relevant employees of the
specified ministry in order to make operational decisions and respond to possible violations.
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
