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Abstract

Currently, more and more attention is paid to the issue of prevention of re-offending among
minors. Repeated (recurrent) crime, leading to significant negative social consequences and damage,
poses a significant social danger and may indicate a strong anti-social orientation of these
adolescents. Despite the official statistics of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia, indicating a
decrease in the average number of juvenile convicts in educational colonies, some researchers note
an increase in the content of the most criminalized adolescents in them. The article presents a part
of the study describing the causes and conditions for the commission of repeated crimes by minors
who previously served their sentences in an educational colony. As part of the study, juvenile
convicts who were re-serving sentences in educational colonies, as well as adult convicts currently
serving sentences in correctional colonies, who had previously served their sentences as minors in
educational colonies, were interviewed. The study made it possible to consider in more detail the
repeated criminality of persons released at the end of the term of serving a sentence from educational
colonies. To identify the main reasons for the commission of the first and repeated crimes by minors
after their release from the educational colony.
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
