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Abstract

The research in law presented in this article discusses the features of the modern human rights
system of the Russian Federation. The author proposes the author's interpretation of the human rights
system, and analyzes its legal essence. It is concluded that the Russian human rights system fully
reflects the regulatory values and legal content of the concept of protecting human rights and
freedoms proclaimed in the Constitution of the Russian Federation. In this regard, attention is
focused on the regulatory impact of the human rights system on various areas of social relations,
which in a rule of law state have a pronounced character and clearly formulated principles. The study
made it possible to formulate the following conclusions: the Russian human rights system has a
complex internal organization, including the following interrelated elements: institutional
arrangements, human rights norms, human rights relations, human rights practice, legal psychology,
as well as methods, methods and special legal instruments for legal protection; the human rights
system includes the subjects of government authorities, as well as civil society organizations; An
effectively functioning human rights system that ensures the full observance and protection of the
rights and freedoms of citizens is an important component of the rule of law.
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
