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Abstract

The article considers the problem of passing a verdict by the court when a private prosecutor
fails to appear at a court session without valid reasons. The legislator cannot take an unambiguous
position on a decision that would comply with criminal procedural and legal requirements when
passing a judgement in a court session. The article presents the positions of the Constitutional Court
of the Russian Federation, the legislator in terms of their compliance with the requirements when
making a final decision on a criminal case. Currently, the failure of a private prosecutor to appear at
a court hearing without valid reasons is the basis for the termination of a criminal case. The author
considers this decision to terminate the criminal case as a result of violation of the principles of
judicial proceedings. The need to revise the approach to decision-making is the primary task of the
legislator at the present time: any decision on the case is the result of a study of evidence. The
absence of a victim's statement cannot be the basis for the termination of the case, since it was the
statement that was the reason for the start of criminal procedural activities. The issue of termination
of the case if the private prosecutor does not appear at the hearing should not be considered in
principle. A new approach is needed from the standpoint of fulfilling the purpose of criminal
proceedings and realizing the possibility of their rights and interests by participants in criminal
proceedings.
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
