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Abstract

The most essential skill in a professional life of any lawyer is a well-argued and convincing
communication. Judicial eloquent speech enables a lawyer to achieve the goals during a trial
efficiently. Repetition is analyzed as one of the expressive tools using to attract attention of the
audience to a specific piece of information. The aim of the article is to characterize the types of
repetition in a closing argument for defense. Scientific novelty of the research is to review the types
of repetition as a stylistic tool focusing on the certain facts in a closing argument for defense.
Specifying the types of repetition used in the speech of a lawyer is the finding of the study. The
practical relevance of the study is to define frequent types of repetition in a legal discourse and use
them as for the purpose of compiling arguments in court proceedings. It should be noted that in the
final speech of the defense lawyer, repetition, as a figurative means of expressive speech, is
presented in large quantities. Since the purpose of this type of speech is to persuade the audience,
influencing is achieved by emphasizing the necessary information, which, of course, is facilitated
by the use of repetition. Analysis of the final speech of the defense lawyer under study showed the
use of various types of repetition.
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
