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Abstract

The focus of the article is the future bill on police reform in the United Kingdom. The article
analyzes the internal and external changes in the real-life situation that necessitated a major reform
of the country's police forces. The author reveals the purpose and key aspects of the reform,
including the restructuring of police forces and the formation of a "National Police Service,” and
investments in modern equipment. The Metropolitan Police, established in 1829 on the initiative of
Home Secretary Robert Peel, became the first organized professional police unit, successfully
meeting the demands of that time.

The purpose of this reform is to ensure a clear distribution
of responsibilities between local forces engaged exclusively in maintaining public order and the
