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Abstract

In the article, the author examines state coercion as one of the key instruments ensuring the
maintenance of law and order and stability in society. According to the author, this mechanism
allows the state to implement its functions through the possibility of applying sanctions to persons
who violate laws. Coercion does not always imply the use of force; it may include various forms of
influence, such as fines, administrative and legal measures. The author analyzes the features that
distinguish state coercion from other types of social coercion, including its legal regulation,
systematic nature, reliance on the apparatus of public authority, and the possibility of applying
liability measures. Special attention is paid to the classification of state coercion measures by branch
(criminal, administrative, civil law, disciplinary) and by target purpose (preventive measures,
warning measures, protection measures, measures of legal liability). The author concludes that the
features of state coercion can vary significantly depending on the country's legal system, cultural
traditions, and historically established approaches to governing society. The principles and methods
of applying state coercion must comply with generally accepted legal norms and be aimed at
protecting fundamental human rights and freedoms. It is determined that the effectiveness and
fairness of using such measures largely determine the level of public trust in state power and the
legitimacy of the public administration system itself.
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
