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Abstract

This article addresses the problem of the creative abilities of primary school students. Developed
and tested projects for the development of creative abilities of primary schoolchildren through
project activities in the lessons of literary reading. It has been experimentally proved that the use of
design training methods increases the development of the creative abilities of the individual. The
aim of the study is to identify in pedagogical practice the influence of project activities in literary
reading in the 3rd grade on the development of creative abilities of younger students. The curriculum
on literary reading indicates that the section “Creative activity of students is the leading element in
the content of the initial stage of literary education. The main objective of the study: increasing the
level of creative abilities of younger students. The hypothesis of the study is that it is possible to
develop literary reading projects that can be used in pedagogical practice to develop the creative
abilities of younger students. The methods of theoretical analysis, pedagogical experiment,
observation are used. The results of the study indicate the appropriateness of the application of the
developed projects in pedagogical practice.
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
