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Abstract

The article deals with the use of game classes in the development of coherent speech in bilingual
primary school children. It points out that the inclusion of didactic games in the educational process
for primary school children will contribute to the development of attention, the stability of attention,
the distribution of attention, the development of thinking, the development of coherent speech and
general school readiness of primary school children. The work carried out in this direction is of great
value for practical activities of organisations of primary general education and educational
organisations of additional education. The author of the article pays attention to the fact that the
development of techniques for using exercises and their application in practice contribute to the
development of coherent speech in primary school children and their harmonious mental
development. Psychological and physical health of students is viewed as a basis for health-saving
technologies and this should be used in the educational sphere in accordance with the requirements
of the federal state standard of primary general education of the Russian Federation. The author
concludes that purposeful work in this direction expects school teachers to have a broad knowledge
and understanding of the psychophysiological features of primary school children.
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
