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Abstract

The article deals with the development of coherent speech during the lessons of the Russian
language in a bilingual primary school. The authors determine the basic principles of teaching the
Russian language in a bilingual school. Exercises are proposed, with the help of which speech skills
and abilities are formed in bilingual children of primary school age. It is noted that the principle of
speech orientation is leading in teaching Russian language and presupposes, first of all, the
development of oral speech, i. e. development of listening and speaking skills in children. To master
oral speech, it is necessary to acquire the skill of perception and pronunciation of Russian sounds;
learn a certain amount of vocabulary; learn to construct certain types of sentences in speech. It is
concluded that listening exercises not only develop the skills of listening and understanding Russian
speech, but at the same time expand the pronunciation abilities of students, improve speaking skills.
In turn, speaking exercises have a positive effect on listening skills and listening skills. These two
types of oral speech are interconnected and interdependent. Therefore, the work on mastering each
type of speech activity contributes to the development of the mechanism of speech in bilingual
children of primary school age in general.
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
