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Abstract

The article is devoted to the current topic of linguistic giftedness. The paper focuses on the
existing concepts of giftedness and examines the key stages in the development of the theory of
language giftedness. The author also gives a generalized description of the concepts of linguistic
giftedness, its components, reflecting the current state of research on this topic. As the main research
methods, the method of analysis, synthesis, and generalization was used. Based on the study of
existing concepts and approaches, as well as attracting knowledge in the field of psychology, it is
established that linguistic giftedness is a complex, systemic, multi-level phenomenon that includes
a combination of both the process of upbringing and the process of personal education. This view
will be of interest to specialists in the field of pedagogy, psychology, and linguistics.
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
