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Abstract

Today, every teacher must be able to teach children of all categories: gifted, with special needs,
with deviant behavior, etc. This requirement for teachers is enshrined in the Professional Standard,
where one of his competencies is the ability to teach children with special educational needs. In
connection with these circumstances, there is a need to prepare future teachers to implement the
tasks of inclusive education in secondary schools. The article examines professional and personal
qualities, the content of training teachers to work with children with special educational needs, and
analyzes the readiness of teachers to ensure the interaction of ordinary children and children with
special educational needs in the space of a general education institution. The essence of inclusive
education, its goals and objectives, and the conditions for implementing inclusive education in a
secondary school are determined. The process of teaching and raising children with special
educational needs is considered. The article shows that the creation of conditions should provide an
educational institution with the opportunity to fulfill all the requirements and conditions included in
the individual educational program, training and raising a child with special educational needs, as
well as ensure the effective implementation of the educational route itself.
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
