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Abstract

The article deals with the role and importance of art technologies in the process of learning a
foreign language at the early stage of education. The purpose of the article is to identify the teachers
use of methods and techniques of art technologies in the classroom and after school hours at the
junior stage of education in the process of learning a foreign language. Research methods: analysis
of methodological, didactic, psychological and pedagogical literature; theoretical review and
systematization of scientific, theoretical and experimental data; questionnaire, survey, observation,
statistical method. The questions of teachers on the use of art technologies at the junior stage of
training in various educational institutions are presented. The implementation of this goal was
achieved as follows: the possibilities in the field of using art technologies in the process of teaching
a foreign language are analyzed; the composition of the survey participants and the degree of demand
for the use of art technologies are considered; the socio-cultural factors influencing the dynamics of
the use of art technologies are revealed. The conditions and possibilities for the use of art
technologies by foreign language teachers were identified: organization for the use of these
technologies, the creation of permanent refresher courses; designing various pedagogical situations,
deepening into the content of the object being studied, creating a comfortable psychological climate.
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
