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Abstract

Practical mastery of the language and acquisition of communication skills is the fundamental
basis of studying a foreign language in higher education. The developed communication skills will
be useful to future graduates in their professional activities and various business communication
situations. The art of public speaking is the most important communication skill necessary for both
effective learning and the future professional growth of students. The article is devoted to the issue
of using the ‘debate’ technology in teaching a foreign language in higher education. The relevance
of this article is not in doubt, since the use of the innovative project ‘debate’ helps to increase
students' interest in the main research problems, encourages them to actively participate in the
didactic process, forms their ability to independently find and analyze information from various
sources. The article makes a small digression into the history of the development of this form of
speech communication. Particular attention is paid to the rules and methods of organizing ‘classic
debate’, as well as some of its varieties, such as ‘express debate’, ‘modified debate’. The author's
experience of using this pedagogical technology, aimed at better assimilation of language material,
is described. It is noted that the ‘debate’ method contributes to the solution of teaching, developing,
educational and communicative tasks.
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
