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Abstract

The article deals with the methodical potential of a poetic text for functional literacy developing
at early stage of English language learning. With this purpose a complex of teaching tasks based on
rhymes and songs for children of preschool and primary school age was created by authors. The
paper contains methodical recommendations and an algorithm of work with exercises. During the
research methods of theoretical analysis of scientific-methodical literature and systematization of its
main theses were used. Results of the research prove that use a foreign poetic text and created
exercises promote effective functional literacy developing for pupils of primary school age.
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
