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Abstract

In order to preserve the native language and traditional economic activities of the indigenous
peoples of the North — the Evens, in 2000 | organized nomadic camps, temporary children's
educational associations during the summer holidays in the Momsky District of the Republic of
Sakha (Yakutia). At first, the organizers did not provide for the participation of preschool children,
but the experience of working in nomadic camps showed that in order to achieve the set goals and
objectives, the presence of children of any age is necessary. That is, the presence of preschool
children makes it possible to apply the entire arsenal of family education in the camp. Here it is
necessary to consider that half of the children participating in the nomadic camp are children of one
parent. Not necessarily single mothers, but also single fathers. Thus, a full-fledged educational
process is created in the camp, as in a family.
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
