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Abstract

The article is dedicated to a comprehensive analysis of pedagogical and organizational-
educational factors determining the effectiveness of literacy (including functional and digital)
elimination programs within correctional institutions. The research is based on current global
experience of penitentiary systems oriented towards rehabilitation and reintegration. The work
examines the specifics of the educational needs of convicts, characterized by a high level of
academic and social exclusion. The authors analyze key pedagogical principles proven effective in
international practice: from comprehensive diagnostics and personalized educational pathways to
contextualization of content and the application of interactive methods. Particular attention is paid
to the critical role of the teacher-facilitator and the necessity of forming interdisciplinary teams. The
article also investigates systemic challenges such as the problem of learner motivation, the conflict
between security regime and educational goals, resource limitations, and the risks of digital
transformation. A multi-level system for evaluating effectiveness is proposed, extending beyond
formal indicators and aimed at measuring transformational personal changes and long-term social
impact. It is concluded that investments in the basic education of convicts represent not only the
realization of a fundamental human right but also an economically rational social policy that
contributes to reducing recidivism and enhancing public safety.
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
