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Abstract
This study examines the impact of homeschooling on the prevention of anxiety and depression
in children with special educational needs (SEN). The aim of the research is to identify the
relationship between the form of education and the psychoemotional state of children with SEN, as
well as to assess the role of homeschooling in creating a favorable environment for their
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development. The research methods included surveys of parents and children with SEN undergoing
homeschooling and traditional schooling, along with statistical analysis of the obtained data. The
results showed that children with SEN in homeschooling demonstrate lower levels of anxiety and
depression compared to children in traditional schooling. The findings confirm the hypothesis about
the positive impact of homeschooling on the psychoemotional well-being of children with SEN,
which is attributed to the possibility of creating an adapted educational environment that considers
their individual characteristics and needs.
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
