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Abstract

The article demonstrates the effectiveness of educational programs as a tool for reducing
recidivism through the analysis and systematization of empirical studies. It is shown that
participation in post-secondary education programs reduces the likelihood of recidivism by 43-51%,
while for bachelor's degree holders the recidivism rate does not exceed 5.6%. Education is
considered as a comprehensive mechanism for compensating deficits in human and social capital.
Special attention is paid to the historical dynamics of the development of penitentiary education in
the United States and the analysis of systemic barriers hindering the implementation of educational
programs. It is demonstrated that the further development of penitentiary education in the United
States requires an integrated approach, including improvements to the regulatory framework,
increased funding, training of specialized teaching staff, and the development of differentiated
educational programs. Only by recognizing education as a fundamental right and a key tool for
reintegration can a penitentiary system that meets the principles of justice, humanity, and efficiency
be created.
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
