Abstract

Based on empirical data from the US Bureau of Justice Statistics, the article examines the role
of educational programs in reducing recidivism among persons serving sentences in the US penal
system. The evolution of approaches to correctional education from the rehabilitation era to the
modern period, marked by the restoration of higher education funding through the Second Chance
Pell program and the First Step Act, is analyzed. Using implemented models (Hudson Link,
California Prison Education (CPE), Unicor) as examples, it is shown that the highest results are
achieved through the integration of a continuous educational trajectory, autonomy of educational
programs, and a focus on competencies in demand in the labor market. A non-linear relationship
between the implementation of educational programs and recidivism reduction is revealed: higher
education programs are associated with recidivism reduction of up to 27.7%, while basic literacy
programs are associated with a reduction of 6.3%. The economic efficiency of educational
interventions is examined, as well as systemic barriers hindering the scaling of successful practices:
limited coverage, technological lag of penitentiary institutions, management fragmentation, and
discriminatory restrictions in professional licensing for individuals with criminal records. It is
concluded that correctional education in the United States remains an area of unrealized potential,
requiring a transition from proving effectiveness to the institutional scaling of effective practices.
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
