Abstract

This article discusses the toponyms of the Amu Darya region (Republic of Karaka-
Ipakstan, Uzbekistan), compiled on the basis of Turkic ethnonyms. Ethnic names
as part of the historical process began their formation in this area since the first
settled Turkic tribes and nationalities. Semantic analysis of toponyms led the au-
thor to the conclusion that the toponyms of the area reflect a long history of being
an certain area of the Turkic tribes. Toponyms of Turkic origin in the Amu Darya
region occur in the following groups: 1) oikonyms: Turkmanovul, Kozokovul,
Kirgizovul; 2) hydronyms: Alielep, Turkmanep, Seytep, Boytukul, Oak Seytbob-
okul; 3) nekronyms (cemeteries) Algash avliesi ("holy Algash"), Katme Hodge,
Kozokov avliesi. Toponyms reflect the uniqueness of the area, the social condi-
tions of the peoples, and the ethnic composition of a variety of historical process-
es. Therefore, toponyms reflect the history and development of the languages of
the peoples. These historical information about the small Turkic tribes are of great

importance in the study of the history and language of these peoples.
