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Abstract

This article examines the complexity of the perception of contemporary art. Possible reasons are
described, such as the non-standard and experimental nature of the works, their abstractness and
symbolism, causing emotional reactions and disputes. The multidisciplinary nature of contemporary
art is also noted, requiring a broad outlook and knowledge from the viewer. In general, the text
presents an overview of the problems associated with the perception of contemporary art. The article
shows that art is not always perceived in the same way, depending on the visual context, as well as
on individual differences. We have shown that context is a strong mediator of aesthetic evaluation
of contemporary art and graffiti. Some contexts seem to be more appropriate for specific works of
