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Abstract
The article considers the religious and philosophical worldview and the place of man in it on the
basis of texts of various spiritual traditions and the author's own research. Vibrations are viewed as
the central forming factor — from sound and colour to mental ones. The direction of their activity
determines the diversity of things and creatures. Existence is based on the unity of two interacting
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beginnings, as well as the principle of the quasi-border (an individual has his/her own borders,
partially permeable for interaction with other individuals, but they are all in the single Ecumenical
Whole). The next necessary condition for existence is the postulate of double-planedness: an
individual has two planes of existence: the physical one and the “psychic” one, which simulates the
first plane in an accelerated mode. That's how the consciousness of the Absolute manifests itself in
a particular individual. The methodological strategy is built on the basis of the meaningful paradigm
connecting the most ancient worldview in the form of the Divine Cosmic Game with the most
modern game models in all spheres of human activities. Reality is then perceived as the Universal
Drama, created jointly by all its co-participants (not only people) that interpret the unfolding
common plot differently, which often leads to disastrous consequences that can be prevented by
philosophically and religiously competent organisation of upbringing and education.
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
