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Abstract
The article presents a theoretical understanding of the dynamics of the value orientations of
modern Russian students in the context of the current and open problem of vaccination against
COVID-19. The author considers the value orientation of students as one of the mechanisms of self-
regulation, especially behavior in a pandemic situation. The relevance is due to the practical needs
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of the study of existential activity, understanding the existing deficit of value-semantic
representations that are reflected in the percentage of vaccinated students. The problem in the current
situation is debatable, the issues raised in it are considered and analyzed problematically. The goal
IS to give impetus to insufficient reflection of value orientations, which is reflected in the low
percentage of vaccinated students, which formally contradicts the moral norm. The study of value
orientations makes it possible to identify and activate student potential for an effective way out of
the coronavirus situation. Before the University, there is a need to develop a new concept of
humanistic impact on instrumental values, to activate a set of value orientations in the context of
vaccination, without which the preservation of health and safety of society is existentially unlikely.
Scientific novelty lies in the identification of declarative and real systems of value orientations of
students in the context of ongoing vaccination.
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
