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Abstract
The experience of preserving European cultural landscapes of rural areas indicates that, despite
a fairly high level of economic development and a longer history compared to other regions of the
world, as well as a high cultural value, processes of their destruction are constantly taking place.
The preservation of cultural landscapes is a significant tool for the formation of the cultural identity
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of the population, the cause of sustainable socio-economic development, which is enshrined in many
sources of international law. Therefore, this problem is even more acute for other regions, especially
in such a multicultural country as Russia, where there are more significant differences in the socio-
cultural development of urban and rural areas. Currently, the practice of preserving cultural
landscapes has made it possible to identify several institutional mechanisms for their conservation,
implemented at the regional level: the formation of clusters of cultural landscapes in rural areas and
the institutionalization of their constituent cultural values, including through the development of
museum activities; combining the efforts of local governments to preserve the cultural landscapes
of the territories, as well as to promote their interests in national government bodies or jointly offer
a tourist product to create conditions for the socio-economic development of the territories.
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
