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Abstract

The article examines the semiotic aspects of psycho-emotional closeness, specific for consulting
and partner work on semantic problems in the format of philosophical practice of co-analytics,
analyzes the semantics of non-spatial psycho-emotional closeness, formed on the basis of bodily-
somatic closeness in non-medical helping practices. Based on the extensive material of consulting
and partner work with clients in individual and group formats, we build in the article a taxonomy of
semiotic positions of closeness consistently occupied by the participants of the consultative dialogue
in their joint passage through a specific semantic problem. The article presents the results related to
the psycho-emotional aspect of intimacy, which can be used in philosophical practice and in
cognitive behavioral therapy.
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
