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Abstract

The article explores the transformation of French existentialist ideas in African philosophical
thought through the works of Frantz Fanon. The analysis focuses on his major works—Black Skin,
White Masks and The Wretched of the Earth—examined in the context of a dialogue with the
concepts of J.-P. Sartre and A. Camus. The study aims to analyze the transformation of French
existentialist ideas and its categories in African philosophical thought, particularly within Fanon’s
philosophical system. The research methods include comparative-historical and hermeneutic
approaches, which allow tracing the continuity and critical reworking of European philosophical
ideas. The analysis reveals that Fanon radically criticized the universalism of existentialism,
demonstrating the limitations of J.-P. Sartre’s thesis on freedom as an ontological given. In the
colonial context, the freedom of the colonized subject is determined by the gaze of the Other—the
white colonizer—Ileading to racial alienation and loss of agency. Fanon introduces the category of
the "white mask™ as a forced strategy for survival within a system of racial and cultural hierarchy.
In his polemic with A. Camus, he reinterprets the idea of rebellion, advocating revolutionary
violence as a collective practice of self-liberation and a therapeutic mechanism for overcoming
colonial trauma. The findings can be applied to studies of African existentialism, postcolonial
theory, and critical race thought. The conclusions emphasize the originality of Fanon’s philosophical
system, in which European existentialism is transformed into a tool for analyzing and overcoming
colonial oppression, making his legacy a crucial element of global philosophical dialogue.
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
