Abstract

The relevance of this work lies in the attempt to systematically comprehend the philosophy of
Friedrich Nietzsche as an integral project for overcoming cultural interregnum. The end of the 19th
century marked a profound worldview turning point for Euro-Atlantic civilization, when the very
foundations of its cultural identity were called into question. The Enlightenment era with its
universalist projects and faith in linear progress revealed its limitations, while the traditional
religious picture of the world lost its monopoly ontruth. This crisis, caused by the triumph of natural
science, accelerated industrialization, and political democratization, gave rise to a state of value
disorientation that Friedrich Nietzsche diagnosed as "European nihilism.” Nietzsche's philosophy
emerges not simply as areflection of this chaos, but as its most radical and concentrated intellectual
expression. The central task of this study is to analyze how F. Nietzsche's teaching reveals the
essence of the transitional state of culture, balancing between the disintegration of old idols and the
painful birth of new values. It is shown how the critique of Christian morality and metaphysics
prepared the ground for the project of "revaluation of all values." In conclusion, the thesis is
substantiated that Nietzsche's legacy remains an indispensable tool for understanding the dynamics
of any culture experiencing a crisis of its own foundations.
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
