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Abstract

The article is devoted to the reconstruction and critical analysis of the anthropological
presuppositions of contemporary neopaganism in their theological and religious-studies perspective.
Drawing on comparative material from Western neopagan movements and Eastern European
"nativist” forms (including Russian Rodnovery), the authors propose to consider a significant part
of neopagan discourse as a post-soteriological model of man: in it, salvation is conceived not as an
event of grace and not as the overcoming of an ontological rupture, but as the restoration of
harmony — with nature, community, “"ancestral memory,” and a mythologized past. The focus is on
the hamartiological deficit: the reduction of the concept of sin to socio-psychological errors,
violations of measure, or "alienness to tradition,” which leads to a shift in ethics from repentance to
responsibility and self-regulation. It is shown that in the Russian-speaking context, these
anthropological orientations can transform into ethnopolitical myths about the “"ancestral homeland ™
and the "Golden Age,” fulfilling the function of collective identification and legitimization of
projects for cultural and political mobilization. A conclusion is drawn about the methodological
productivity of theological categories (hamartiology, soteriology, eschatological perspective) for the
religious studies analysis of neopaganism, provided they are applied analytically rather than
confessionally-polemically.
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
