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Abstract
The article shows that more than three decades of economic reforms and openness policies have
prompted a new generation of young people to strive for more active participation in the
development of youth policy, which can serve the purpose of taking into account the opinions of
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young people and preventing the formation of a protest movement. The need to involve young
people in the development of youth policy is a response to the changing needs and problems of
young people in China, as in other countries. In line with this new development, a study of a
significant number of Chinese youth policy makers, youth work theorists, youth workers, working
youth, university students and secondary school students in Beijing and Guangzhou indicates the
desire of young people to participate in politics and the perceived lack of channels for their
participation in the development of such policies. The modern youth policy of China is primarily
ideological in nature and is aimed at the formation of high moral qualities and patriotism.
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
