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Abstract
The Biafran War of Independence, also known as the Nigerian Civil War (1967-1970), is one
of the most tragic chapters of African history and is referred to in historiography as a “humanitarian
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tragedy”, “genocide” and an example of “post-colonial humanitarianism”. This article provides a
review of modern foreign research on the Biafran War in Nigeria (1967-1970). In 1967, Lieutenant
Colonel Chukwuemeka Odumegwu Ojukwu, the military governor of the eastern region (Biafra),
announced the separation of Biafra from Nigeria and the creation of the independent Republic of
Biafra. This became the reason for the outbreak of war between the Nigerian government and the
unrecognized Republic of Biafra. The Biafra War was a brutal and protracted conflict that claimed
tens of thousands of lives on both sides. In January 1970, after nearly three years of war, the Federal
Government of Nigeria, led by General Yakubu Gowon, declared victory over Biafra. This marked
the end of the breakaway Republic of Biafra and Biafra was reintegrated into Nigeria, but separatism
persisted and continues to destabilize Nigeria's political system. The works selected for this review
examine the conflict from the point of view of different actors: external (other states, international
organizations, world community) and internal (ethnic minorities, religious groups in Nigeria).
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
