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Abstract
The research presented in the article is devoted to a comparative analysis of the dynamics,
structure, and impact of foreign direct investment from the Russian Federation and the People's
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Republic of China in the economy of the Federal Republic of Nigeria. The relevance of the research
topic is due to the growing importance of Nigeria as an economic player in Africa, as well as the
differences in the investment strategies of Russia and China. The aim of the work is to identify the
features, advantages, and disadvantages of foreign direct investment from the aforementioned
countries to develop recommendations for optimizing Nigeria's investment policy. To achieve this
aim, the following tasks have been addressed in the research: the volumes and sectoral structure of
direct investments from Russia and China to Nigeria have been analyzed; the impact of these
investments on Nigeria's economic growth, employment, and technological development has been
assessed; the regulatory and legal framework for foreign direct investment in Nigeria has been
studied in the context of Russian and Chinese investment strategies; factors hindering the inflow of
direct investments from Russia and China have been identified. The work utilized methods of
statistical analysis, comparative analysis, and the formal-logical method. Conclusions of the
research: direct investments from China surpass Russian investments in volume and diversification;
however, Russian direct investments have comparative advantages in certain sectors, particularly in
energy and engineering.
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
