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Abstract

This article presents empirical information based on practical data of the phenomenon under
study. The picture that has developed in the relationship between mothers sentenced to imprisonment
in correctional colonies with their children in orphanages in 2021 is considered. It also indicates the
areas of work with convicted mothers, aimed at her personal growth in terms of educational and
psychological aspects. The issue of preserving and restoring socially useful ties of a convicted
pregnant woman in connection with the peculiarities of her situation is of particular importance. It
is known that the separation of the child from the mother is a great stress. It is expedient to intensify
work to find, restore, maintain or preserve socially useful connections of a convicted pregnant
woman with a view to the possible further transfer of the unborn child to relatives (if there is no
orphanage in the institution or transfer to another institution is impossible). In the orphanage at the
correctional institution children are kept only until the age of three, so the study of this issue needs
to be started as early as possible. The study showed the presence of many factors that determine the
nature of the relationship between mother and child: socio-demographic, individual psychological
and hereditary characteristics of the mother, her emotional and mental state during her stay in the
colony, attitude towards pregnancy and childbirth, the degree of adaptation of a woman to the role
of mother, the presence of intrinsic motivation to care for the child, etc.
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
