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Abstract

In police practice, many psychological tools are used, and it is impossible to statistically reliably
identify the most commonly used ones. Instrumental improvements in interrogation techniques do
not bring significant results; the effectiveness of obtaining results is most influenced by the
experience of the investigator and the duration of interrogations. It has been revealed that
psychological interrogation techniques allow one to obtain a positive result if the police have the
skills to interpret non-verbal signals. It is also shown that despite the improvement of technology,
interrogation efficiency indicators do not increase significantly, and indicators such as the number
of false confessions are growing. It is good practice to conduct a preliminary discussion of the
suspect's psychological beliefs, obtained through interviews regarding marital status, education,
work and financial status. As a result of the work, it is shown that research in the field of assessing
the most effective psychological interrogation methods indicates that identifying the most effective
of them does not lead to significant, statistically significant results.
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
